11:00 AM Session 6 - Ultraviolet for Improved Indoor Air Quality – Myths, 
Misconceptions, and Real Benefits

Ultraviolet purifiers for HVAC applications have been heavily promoted in recent 
years, often with extravagant claims that make facilities engineers skeptical. Can 
UV light in a duct really purify the air passing through it? Or does the light only 
sterilize stationary surfaces near it, such as cooling coils? Will UV light damage 
filters, blower motors and drain pans? How often do UV lamps need replacing? 
Hear answers to these and other concerns in this informative presentation.  

12:00 PM Session 7 - Green Building Session: Optimizing the Efficiency of Your 
Chilled Water Plant

Water-cooled chilled water plants account for a significant amount of a facility's 
energy use, and thus are a prime target for efficiency improvements. This session 
will present options for improved efficiency, including use of variable-speed drives 
with chillers – a solution that is effective in most building applications. Included will 
be details on the DOE's free "Chilled Water System Analysis Software" for 
determining the energy requirements of your system – an essential first step in 
making improvements.  

1:00 PM Session 8 - Green Building Session: “Daylighting” as a Retrofit Strategy 
Jim Ashmore, President, A/3 Energy Systems - 1 Hour 
 
Daylighting – the use of natural light to illuminate facilities – can save significant 
amounts of energy on lighting. Also, being “cooler” than electric lighting, sunlight 
reduces air-conditioning needs. Learn about daylighting retrofits that don’t involved 
large capital expense – including products that direct sunlight into a building – and 
strategies of reconfiguring where people work.

The speaker will provide advice on contingency planning that facilities engineers 
should undertake to prepare buildings and operations for electrical outages due to 
weather or other emergencies.

But it's not just higher energy costs that are of concern – low PF 
also can cause overheating, equipment damage, downtime, and reduced 
equipment lifespan. Learn about PF correction and options to improve PF.

Whether your facility is large or small, there are many possibilities for the use of 
photovoltaics. The speakers will provide a basic primer on solar systems, typical 
applications, and the economics of the installations.

1:00 PM Session 19 - Legionnaire’s Disease: Does Your Building Cooling Tower Pose 
a Risk?

Building cooling towers and other aerosol generating water systems (fountains, 
misters, sprinklers, etc.) pose a risk of harboring and spreading the bacteria that 
cause Legionnaire’s disease; a potentially fatal pneumonia-like illness. In this 
discussion you will gain an understanding of the disease, how it is spread, how 
Legionellae multiply in cooling water systems, and the steps that can be taken to 
minimize the potential for system problems.
